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ADD POPS OF COLOUR
Creating a calm bedroom doesn’t mean you can’t 
introduce brighter colours. If you have spare wood 
and metal paint from another project, why not use 
it to decorate the inside of drawers, wardrobes or 
cupboards? It’s an ideal way to breathe new life into 
a tired piece of furniture. Stick to the same shade or 
choose coordinating colours. We’ve used Baked 
Aubergine* and Pretty Pink in Dulux Quick Dry 
Satinwood – pastel tones that add a fresh feel.

CONTINUE THE COLOUR
Rather than buying a headboard, 
painting one on the wall is a great 
way to add impact without bulk.  
It’s also more cost-effective than 
buying one, plus you can update it 
when you fancy a new look. We’ve 
chosen Acai Berry Dulux Simply 
Refresh Feature Wall – a 
sumptuous shade that blends 
beautifully with soft pinks, pale  
greys and even muted mustard 
tones. Mark out the height of your 
painted section using string and 
chalk, then use masking tape to 
ensure a crisp line. Head to our 
YouTube channel for our easy to 
follow video that shows you how.

Cluttered rooms stimulate the 
senses, so opt for simple, pared-back 
displays, and choose colours that 
tone in. After applying a suitable 
primer, we painted this small shelf in 
Polished Pebble Dulux Quick Dry 
Satinwood – a neutral grey that 
complements the wall.

10 minutes
Once you’ve painted the 
wall in whites and it’s dry, 
decide on the basic 
layout of the design and 
at what height it should 
begin. Wipe a piece of 
chalk along the length of 
your string. Pin it to the 
wall at one end and 
select the angle. 

20 minutes
Hold the string taut and 
‘ping’ it to leave a line. 
Using the tape, mask 
along the line, then 
repeat for the 
intersecting lines. Repeat 
for the other colours.

30 minutes (+ drying)  
Stir paint well before 
pouring into the tray. 
Paint up to and slightly 
over the tape line with a 
roller in Caramel Latte 
Simply Refresh One 
Coat. Leave to dry. 

10 minutes
Carefully remove the 
masking tape and admire 
the results.

Go beyond the usual plain white kitchen and create a warm, 
tactile space with earthy colours and natural textures. We’ve 
painted a graphic slice of Caramel Latte Dulux Simply 
Refresh One Coat across the interior wall, with Sandstone 
Dulux Weathershield All Weather Protection Smooth 
Masonry Paint continuing outside to seamlessly unite the two 
areas. Extra impact comes courtesy of kitchen units and skirting 
boards finished in rich Black Dulux Quick Dry Satinwood 
– an unconventional choice that’s contemporary yet adds a 
cosy feel when paired with wooden worktops and a matching 
range cooker. Fresh neutrals are the perfect backdrop, with 
complementary shades of white, such as Nutmeg White and 
Almond White, on the kitchen wall, and Gardenia for the 
garden wall. Finish the look with plenty of natural greenery in the 
kitchen, increasing the connection with the outdoor space.

Eco Win: If you have leftover paint from this project, why not try 
painting planters and pots in the same shades for an easy coordinated 

look? This works well outside too, so don’t forget to decorate the exterior.

If you don’t have enough leftover paint for a 
large project, try this quick picture frame 
makeover. Almost any wooden frame will do 
– just clean, sand and apply a suitable 
primer before you start to paint. Next, 
choose your colours – pretty pastels work 
well. We’ve picked Melon Sorbet*, Copper 
Blush*, Lemon Pie*, Nordic Sky* and Teal 
Tension* Dulux Quick Dry Satinwood. 
Apply two coats, leave to dry, then hang on a 
colourful wall – ours is in Pressed Petal 
Dulux Simply Refresh One Coat – to 
showcase works of art or decorations.

EASY UPCYCLE

you’d love to transform?

The mural in this Slough playground 
is more than bright colours – it’s 
the result of a community coming 

together. Created by a local artist using 
paint supplied by Dulux, left over from 
the TV programme Changing Rooms, of 
which Dulux is an official sponsor, it’s a 
backdrop that celebrates diversity. 
Local volunteers, as well as employees 
from Dulux’s parent company, 
AkzoNobel, helped with the project.

It’s 18 years since a previous mural 
was created on the wall, which also used 
paint donated by Dulux. An untouched 
piece of the original remains as a tribute 
to the 2003 project. “We knew that the 
playground was a lifeline for the 
community during lockdown and is 
important to many nearby, so creating a 
new mural here was the perfect project,” 
says Alison Furness at AkzoNobel.

There are no fixed rules for 
using colour but if you’re new

DON’T make hurried decisions.  
Try viewing the painted cards from 
adjoining rooms, at different times of the 
day with different light sources, and mix 
and match them until the right 
combinations appear.

DO consider natural light. For example, a 
north-facing room tends to have cooler 
natural light, so warmer shades often 
look better – think colours with pink, gold

Protect floors and furniture  
by covering exposed surfaces 
with good-quality dust sheets 
that you can keep and reuse 
for every project. 

Stirring stick 
Paint can separate in the  
tin, so stir it well before 
applying to ensure the 
colour and consistency are 
as they should be. 

Filling knife 
Achieve a great-looking finish 
on surfaces by using a filling 
knife to apply the right filler to 
damaged areas.

(decorators’ caulk) where 
walls meet woodwork.  

Stepladder 
Being able to reach all areas  
in the room safely is crucial, 
so make sure you use a 
good-quality stepladder that’s 
tall enough for the job. 

Sandpaper and 
sanding blocks
Buy different grades of 
sandpaper to make prep 
smoother. Look out for 
flexible blocks as these can be 
used on a variety of surfaces, 
such as doors and skirting. 

Dusting cloths
and brush
Have dusting cloths and a 
brush to hand as they’re 
useful for getting rid of dust 
and wiping down surfaces 
before painting, especially if 
you’ve sanded beforehand. 

Additional rollers  
Like brushes, rollers come  
in all different sizes, so there 
shouldn’t be any surface  
area you can’t paint. 

Roller and tray
For large surface areas, a roller is 
recommended as it applies paint faster and 
with a more even finish. A medium-pile roller 
should do the trick for both ceilings and walls. 

Masking tape
Invest in masking tape to 
protect surfaces you don’t 
want to get paint on. 
Good-quality tapes also 
reduce the risk of paint 
seeping underneath and give 
visibly sharper, cleaner lines. 

Brush comb
Clean brushes with this 
dedicated comb. Used at  
an angle to remove excess 
paint from bristles, it makes 
cleaning easier and quicker. 

Extension pole 
Painting large surface areas  
and hard-to-reach places  
can be made easier by 
attaching your roller to the 
end of an extension pole.

“Keep the door to the room you’re working in firmly 
shut, so kids and pets stay safely out of the way. 
Ensure ventilation is good before you begin, to 
reduce the smell and help fresh paint dry. Wear 
safety glasses to shield your eyes from any spray 
from the roller. Finally, decorate in decent natural 
light and avoid the temptation to rush. Good work 
takes time – and the results are worth it.”
